Bloom where you are planted: Because we are God’s
people
1 Peter 2:9-10
Setting:
A. To God, who are we?
e Chosen (to be sanctified, holy and forgiven)
Ephesians 1:4, Colossians 3:12
e Royal (as a child of King Jesus) priesthood
=worshippers, direct connection with God
e Holy nation, God’s own people (our citizenship is in
heave). v. 11: we are travelers (to heaven)
Colossians 3:12
e We belong to God
o God=our (sheep) Shepherd Psalm 23
o We are God’s creation
B. We can see things in Christ’s light that we could not

see when we were in the darkness
e Through experiencing God’s power, the possibility
of God’s power becomes the conviction
e What is God trying to show you in your life?

Application:

Because God was merciful, we were allowed be God’s

people. How should we live (bloom) as Christians,
God’s people?

e Jesus Christ intentionally passed on His mission of
“proclaiming v.9” to us. We can accomplish this by
being filled with the Holy Spirit: you shall receive
power when the Holy Spirit has come upon you
and you shall be a witness Acts 1:8

e Removing negative things in our lives v.1

e Seek the Holy Spirit and the Word like a baby v. 2

e Experience the growth through the Holy Spirit and
the Word v.2

e Become holy priests=Worshipers with a desire to
be holy, and praise with sacrifice v.5

e Become a sanctuary for God to dwell v.5

e Become a part of God’s body and establish a local
church where God has planted v.5
