e God will provide everything you need (Moses=speech
problem: God prepared his brother as a
spokesperson) Exodus 4:14-16

e God will turn what may be difficult for us to accept to
something it'd be easier for us to accept (bitter water
to sweet, drinkable water) Exodus 15:23-25

e God is our healer. He can heal your disease or your
emotional pain Exodus 15:26

e Things we can’t do our own, hand those things to God

e Even things we can do something about on our own,
learn to depend on God as a child instead of
struggling through it Matthew 18:3

e Depending on God requires efforts. It does not mean
doing nothing.
