The power of thanksgiving
Habakkuk 3:17-19

Setting:
A. When the life is difficult and tough, what should we
do?
e Habakkuk=a prophet during Israel’s declining era
e Became slaves, and they began to doubt God
e Discouraged people complained=When we are
discouraged, we often focus on negatives. Have
complaining ever really solve the problem? (chap. 1)
B. When we begin to give thanks and praise instead of
focusing on negatives, we’ll be strengthen
Habakkuk 3:18-19 (CEV)
e More we focus on problem, we’d see more problem.
In same token, more we focus on God, we’d see more
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of what God is doing in our lives.
e Celebrate the God, our savior = praise
e God is our Strength » Let us stand on mountains
(=problems, trails, difficulties)
e The power of praise: Paul & Silas praised in the prison
Acts 16:25-40
o Deliverance & answer: Became free
o Salvation: prison guard & the family were
baptized & became Christians
o Influencing others to do what’s right: Prisoners
had a chance to escape but didn’t

Application:
Difficult times happen to all of us. But instead of being
discouraged, thank God for His power and victory
through praise and prayer
e Let’s make thanksgivings to be the time to thank God
once again
e What are you thankful?
o God’s grace, salvation & victory
o God’s provision
e God did not make The Last Supper (=Communion) as
a sad thing. Instead, He left it to us as a time to
remind victory & salvation
e As we experience the communion today, let’s do it
with praise & thanksgiving as we experience God'’s
power, victory & salvation, once again.

Prayer
¢ Lead us not to focus on problems, and let us

focus on You & your victories & salvation.

Help us to accept everything You have already
provided to us as we thank You in praise.

Fill us with Your Spirit as we would be able to
praise you from the bottom of our hearts.
Thank you again for dying on the Cross for our
sins, and giving us the salvation and the victory
over our sins.
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
