Matthew 14:28-29

Setting:
A. People who were able to step out and those
who were not able to step out

e Why can’t people step out? Depend on reasoning
and knowledge: Jonah=did what made sense!?

e Why can people step out? Trust beyond
reasoning=faith=Confidence in God the Father

e How can we completely trust the Father? He has
greater knowledge and understanding than us

e Depending on car navigation system=Process
information of knowledge that we may not know
such as traffic and construction

e Simon Peter was able to step out because He
believed in God who has greater knowledge and
understanding

e Christianity is not the theory-based philosophy, but
it’s the life style depending on god

B. To which direction?

e Simon Peter stepped out toward God = Important

o Alife style of Christianity is to walk toward
God=Your next step ought to be toward God

e When we are walking toward God, He will always
extend His hand to help us even in our mistakes as
we seek His help » When we draw closer to God=
James 4:8

e As we become a child of God, God the Father loves
as the same in despite of our status of faith

Application:

When we trust God and step out toward God, we

will be able to experience the work of God.
Moreover, when we are in need, He will help us and
will not forsake us.

e Disciples other than Simon Peter were able to see

the work of God, but was not able to experience the
same=Because they couldn’t step out
